Colonial burial list.
These tombstone inscriptions are taken from a list compiled by Edsel ,
Burdge from the stones extant in 1983 in the Germantown Mennonite
Burial Ground. These were then compared to the list published in the
1913 Mennonite Year Book. The inscriptions are enclosed within quo-
tation marks. These include only persons born before 1780 and buried
here. Not all are necessarily members of the Mennonite meeting, as
the ground was used by others in the community and by relatives of
members. The numbers refer to a map of the burial ground drawn in
